
LOGISTIC – SHPPING SAMPLE 
 

Logistic labels are increasingly used to track pallets and other logistic units through the supply chain. The 

recording and monitoring of movements of goods is an essential part of supply chain management. The 

Serial Shipping Container Code (SSCC) is a unique serial number that is used to identify each individual 

pallet, and this is one of the GS1 standards for supply chain identification. 

Logistic label following GS1 (SSCC bar code with Application Identifiers) 
The GS1 logistic label enables companies to present information in a standard format that allows for 

easier handling and interpretation. It uses GS1-128 bar codes to represent the SSCC for a pallet as well 

as certain types of information about the logistic unit's contents. Like the SSCC, these different types of 

information are defined using Application Identifiers (AI). 

The label includes three sections that allow companies to provide their own information about the 

logistics unit as well as data that is defined by the GS1 System. The label has three sections as explained 

below: 

¶ Top section - company name, logo or any other information. 

¶ Middle section - the SSCC for the logistics unit and any extra information that may be defined 

using the AI standards. This is all shown in a human readable form. 

¶ Lower section - GS1-128 bar codes with the encoded data shown beneath each bar code. The 

SSCC should always be positioned as the lowest bar code on the label.

A sample SSCC label printing custom application is easy to create, easy to deploy and easy to use. 

Caregivers use a simple and predefined user interface that simplifies data input and reduces errors in 

data processing and printing. 

 

The user is presented a form containing edit fields, combo boxes, list boxes, button group and buttons 

which are used to assign values to variables on the label and execute predefined actions.  

The label layout or the form file can easily be changed and used as a template in any real production 
environment. Data can then be imported from an external data source or supplied via program code by 
an application.
